Stage 1: Good Attendance (96% and above) 

• Message: “Fantastic! Your child is attending regularly and making 
the most of learning opportunities.” 

• Action: Continue encouraging punctuality and daily attendance 

Stage 2: Cause for Concern (90%–95%) 

• Message: “Attendance is starting to slip. Missing lessons can affect 
progress.” 

• Action: We’ll contact you to discuss any challenges and offer 
support. 

Stage 3: Serious Concern (Below 90%) 

• Message: “Persistent absence is a serious issue. It impacts 
learning and may lead to formal intervention.”
